VICTIM AND WITNESS ASSISTANCE PROGRAM

            The Victim and Witness Assistance Program is designed to ensure victims and witnesses of crime are afforded their rights throughout the criminal justice process - from initial contact by investigators through any period of confinement adjudged.  Victims and witnesses are to be kept informed of the status of the case, referred for appropriate medical care and counseling, and protected from the accused.
