Schedule Date -Enter as mm/dd/yyyy . Mandatory
 

Schedule Time In -Times must end in ZERO. Mandatory

Schedule Time Out  -Mandatory
Range –This is a pull-down menu in Excel. Please don’t enter anything that is not in the pull down. Mandatory.
 

Hi_Lo_Both- Pull-down only required for ranges that have low and high zones. As needed.
 

Range2 -Also a pull-down and this is used as a place to enter a second choice in case some other unit has priority in your first choice. Filling this in will help prevent you from being bumped completely. Not Mandatory
 

Unit - This is you, the requestor. Enter this in the way Yuma refers to you (I.E. VMFAT-101). If you happen to be a non-USA user, always enter your country name here and put specific unit designation in the “comments” field. Mandatory
 

Unit2 -This is a second unit you may be coordinating with, this gives weight to your request for priority because everyone knows there is less flexibility when two groups are involved. As needed
 

TimeFlex - This gives YUMA info they need to be able to resolve conflicts when two or more units are requesting the same time in the same range. If you can fly ANY Daytime or within 2 hours up or down of your requested time, then when YUMA is confirming requests there is less chance of your just being bumped. Not Mandatory
 

DayNight - Enter the word Day or the word Night. This assures that training is reported correctly. Mandatory.
 

GroundTroops - Mandatory entry Yes or No. This adds weight to your priority
 

LiveOrdnance  - Mandatory entry Yes or No. This adds weight to your priority

Comments - 50 characters or less that might help clarify any particulars. (I.E. Training objective, point of contact.) Not Mandatory
